	Part 1: Begin facing line of direction (CCW), with hands joined at waist level.

	1-4
	Run forward with R, L, R, hop.

	5-8
	Continue forward with L, R, L, hop.

	9-12
	Step forward with R, rock back onto L, rock forward onto R, and rock back onto L.  Styling: Bend your body forward when rocking backward and backward when rocking forward, as though praying.

	13-16
	Make a two-step turn to the right with R and L, jump on both feet, and land on L.  (Alternatively, make a 3-step turn to the right and close L to R).

	17-64
	Repeat 1-16 three times.

	
	

	
	Part 2: Begin facing center, with arms joined on shoulders.

	1-7
	Step to the right with R, cross L behind R, step to the right with R, and so on.  Styling: Stagger slightly to suggest intoxication.

	  8
	Kick forward and to the right with L.

	9-16
	Mirror image of 1-8.

	17-20
	This is an abbreviated version of 1-8: Step to the right with R, cross L behind R, step to the right with R, and then kick forward and to the right with L.

	21-24
	Mirror image of 17-20.

	25-26
	Step to the right with R and touch in front with R heel.

	27-28
	Step to the left with L and touch in front with L heel.

	29-32
	Make a two-step turn to the right with R and L, jump on both feet, and land on L.  (Alternatively, make a 3-step turn to the right and close L to R).

	33-64
	Repeat 1-32.
