	PART I - First couple joins both hands. Other couples stand facing each other in two lines with space between them.

	
	

	1-8
	First couple slides sideways down the space between the lines

	9-16
	First couple slides back to beginning position

	
	

	
	PART II - Release hands.

	
	

	1-24
	Front couple separates (one goes CW to L, one CCW to R), and circles around towards the back on their own line.  All follow the leader of their line.  When the first couple meets they join hands as in a bridge, and all others meet their partner and continue under the bridge, and up toward the front of the line, until the new first couple meets.

	
	

	
	Dance repeats from chorus with new first couple.

	
	

	
	VARIATIONS

1. Instead of sliding steps in Part I, couple may invent their own movements (polka, hopping, cartwheels)

2. For large group, use 2 or 3 couples togther

3. Part II - instead of bridge, couple can bend down and have people step over them, or in the case of 2 or 3 couples, you can alternate under and over.
